1. New Year

New Year’s Eve all British celebrate on the 31st of December. Most people see in the New Year with friends and relatives. Many pubs and clubs
have special events. At midnight they sing New Year songs and wish a happy New Year.

In London, people often gather in around Trafalgar Square, Piccadilly Circus and Parliament Square. They listen to Big Ben and watch a 10-minute
firework display at the London Eye starting at midnight.

2. St. Valentine’s day

Valentine’s Day is celebrated by millions of people all over the world. The celebration falls on the 14th of February. On this day people show their
love to each other by giving flowers, cards, chocolates and other special gifts. People send Valentine’s cards to someone they love. Usually they don’t
sign them — you should guess who sent cards to you.

3. St. Patrick’s day.

The 17th of March is a national holiday in Ireland — St. Patrick’s Day. On that day people wear a shamrock. A shamrock is a plant with three
leaves. It is the national symbol of Ireland.

St. Patrick was a man who had wonderful power. He cleared Ireland of snakes.

Today, people celebrate the day with parades, wearing green clothes, and drinking beer. One reason St. Patrick's Day might have become so popu-
lar is that it takes place just a few days before the first day of spring. One might say it has become the first green of spring.

4. Easter

In April or at the end of March English people celebrate Easter Day. It is the time for holidays, festivals and the time for giving chocolate Easter
eggs. But Easter means much more...

Easter is the oldest and the most important Christian Festival, the celebration of the death and coming to life again of Jesus Christ.

On Easter Sunday children get chocolate eggs and rabbits. The eggs have a filling, and are usually covered with brightly colored silver paper.

5. Halloween

On October 31st, people in Britain celebrate Halloween, thought to be the one night of the year when ghosts, witches, and fairies are especially ac-
tive. The symbol of this holiday is “Jack O’lantern”. People make it from a pumpkin cutting it into one side. They light candles in pumpkin lanterns and
then put them outside their homes to frighten away witches and ghosts.

Children like Halloween parties; they put on witch’s and ghost’s dresses. They go “trick or treat”. People give them food and money.
